Flexo Printing Concept

UV flexo and waterflexo in up to 9 colours, narrow web (up to 530 mm), in-line lamination.
In the offset printing sector, process control and standardization have been established worldwide. For flexoprint, however, it’s a whole new world. Through careful investment in people, machines, materials and other resources, the graphic quality of our flexo and digital printing presses match the quality of processes like offset and intaglio printing.

aL Printing is specialised in handling small to medium sized jobs for the packaging market. The modern, fully equipped workplace, including 8 presses, enables printing in 1 to 9 colours on materials ranging in width from 250 to 530 mm.

The construction of the presses makes it possible to carry out additional in-line processes during printing. Laminating, punching, spot gluing, backside printing, client-specific lacquering and similar processes can be performed in a single pass.

Digital Printing Concept

Immediate response to the current market situation, small runs and test marketing are all perfect applications for digital printing. Adding a unique safety code to each label or printing a unique image on each package are inspiring ideas for the creation of attractive packaging.

The HP Indigo printing presses in Turnhout (Belgium) are supremely well suited to the production of labels and flexible packaging with superb print quality. The compilation of a printed image through CMYK (Cyan, Magenta, Yellow, Black) produces just a limited portion of the spectrum possible with PMS (Pantone Mixing System). To remedy this situation, aL Printing has developed its own aL Colour Assist (aCA) system that makes use of all the colour possibilities of the HP press.

Thanks to the development of aCA it is now possible to achieve about 95% of the conventional PMS spectrum through use of colours additional to the standard CMYK set. To aid the client, the PMS colours are printed on various substrates in both CMYK and aCA and compiled in an aLbum so the suitable colour can be selected at a glance.

Packaging produced with aCA gives an unparalleled appearance to the product.

Products

Self-adhesive Labels

Without a doubt, this product group holds a dominant position and is of great importance within the company.

In the area of self-adhesive labels, aL can meet virtually any request for the packaging market. That the consumer can be influenced by the right product packaging is a proven fact. The label is an effective tool that can justifiably be classified as a sale-promoting medium. The technical diversity of printed label types and substrates is enormous and is determined on the basis of the client’s individual wishes and the application. The possibilities include:

· Surface material: surface on which the printing takes place:

· Various types of paper,

· Plastics.

· Adhesion: the type of adhesion is determined by the application:

· Permanent,

· Semi-permanent,

· Non-permanent.

· Backing material: usually simply called the backing or liner:

· Siliconised papers or plastics.

These products are printed both digitally and in the conventional manner, with the highest achievable graphic quality. Finishing processes can also be preformed. The options include:

· Contour punching,

· Laminating,

· Lacquering,

· Perforation,

· Slitting,

· Cold foil,

· Embossing,

· Etc.

Flexible Packaging

This market segment is certainly among the most important at aL.

This involves the printed packaging substrates that are easily shaped to create various packaging shapes with excellent barrier qualities.

Typical packaging forms include:

· Flow packs for horizontal and vertical flow packers, printed on the surface or between the layers.

· Sachets for sachet forming, filling and closure applications in the form of:

· Flat sachets,

· Doypacks or sta-sachets,

· Multiple sachets,

· Pre-formed sachets.

· Sta-sacks in the form of harmonica and rectangular bottom bags.

The concept “Flexible packaging” refers to the printing substrate for this packaging form, such as:

· Bander rolls for high-speed band rolling applications.

· Wrap-around-labels for labelling from a roll.

· Topseal & tear-lid foil for lunch meat and other meat products.

· Shrink-wrap sleeves.
In addition, aL has related flexible packaging products, such as:

· Plastic films mono-films as thin as 15 microns.

· Paper / (aluminium) / laminates of various constructions.

· Plastic laminates of various constructions.

· Various types of paper.
All of these products are produced on printing presses specially outfitted for these applications in up to 9 colours for surface printing and up to 8 colours for inter-layer or sandwich printed packaging.

Prepress

Prepress in General

aL Printing has an extensive Prepress department. We have the latest graphics industry software packages so we can handle the files you submit in the most efficient manner. Efficiency saves you money, especially if you deliver your files in accordance with our submission specifications (you can download them in PDF format from this website). This is one of the ways we keep the costs to a minimum. After all, particularly during startup, we don’t want to lose any time. We therefore recommend, especially for larger runs, that you contact us in advance and send us a sample so we know the requirements in advance and the means by which you or your agency can supply a technically correct specification. Specific technical modifications at image level, necessary for the flexo printing technique, are carried out by our specialists.

Corrections to supplied digital files

If corrections are necessary to the supplied files, which comply with the submission guidelines of aL Printing (see PDF), you will be presented with a written specification of the costs.

Technical aspects
The objective of our Prepress department should be clear: Optimising the supplied file for use with the printing technology we use (flexo or digital printing). That means that modifications must often be made to your files in order to print them correctly. Sometimes we opt to use a PMS colour if transparent text is used on a 4-colour background; this prevents register problems. Images or colour shifts are often given a minimum raster point size of 2%. Naturally all of this takes place in consultation with you, and we will present you with a proof that matches the final product as closely as possible. This is not printed on the actual material that will be used for production, however. Thus there will always be a discrepancy between the colour proof that we present to you and the actual printing on the press. Our sales advisors can show you the differences and assist you in this matter. Colour proofs supplied by your agency will not have been produced on our printing system and can therefore hardly be used as a reference for our printing process. We will therefore always present a new reference that is based on our flexo printing system. 

In addition to the colour proof, a printed proof can also be provided. Such a proof can be used as a reference because it is printed on the actual substrate used for the run. This is essential, because printing inks are – to a greater or lesser degree – transparent (more or less opaque) and will always be influenced by the specific whiteness or colour tone of the substrate.

Mixed colours in the form of PMS or a supplied colour sample

In addition to the full-colour work, the other reference colours must be defined in the form of a PMS or a supplied colour reference (colour sample).
